ASSISTANT CONDUCTOR

JULIAN LAM

Julian was born in Hong Kong and moved 
to Canada at the age of four. He grew up in 
Mississauga and now lives in Burlington with 
his wife and children.

He began playing the saxophone at 11 and 
also plays several other instruments 
including fl ute and piano. Julian has 
performed with a variety of groups 
including: Fucoso Sax Ensemble, McMaster 
Concert Band, Sax n’Sync, Health Sciences 
Musical Pit Band, Mississauga Pops and the Burlington Concert 
Band.

Julian graduated from McMaster University, where he completed 
several conducƟ ng and methods courses, with a joint degree 
in Music and Computer Studies. He was awarded the Merriam 
School of Music Scholarship in 2010. In 2015 he received a 
cerƟ fi cate from the Ontario Band AssociaƟ on Wind ConducƟ ng 
Symposium at York University. His interest in conducƟ ng started 
in 2004 when he co-founded the St. Cecelia’s Youth Orchestra 
(SCYO). He was Lead Conductor of SCYO from 2004-2009. He has 
been the BCB Assistant Conductor since 2015.

THE MUSICIANS

Joanne has always had a deep love and 
appreciaƟ on for music. Formal music 
educaƟ on began in high school and 
conƟ nued at the University of Western 
Ontario, where she received a Bachelor of 
Music (Honours Music EducaƟ on) and a 
Bachelor of EducaƟ on. For over 50 years, 
Joanne has conducted or performed in 
many ensembles including quartets and 
quintets, concert, swing and Dixieland 
bands, pit and symphony orchestras, and 

choirs (including ensembles in Hamilton, London, Branƞ ord, 
Burlington, Oakville, Mississauga, Dundas, Ancaster, St. 
Catharines, Mississauga, Niagara Falls, and two European tours).

AŌ er a very successful teaching career of 32 years, Joanne is now 
devoƟ ng more Ɵ me to pursuing other musical interests such as 
conducƟ ng, performing in mulƟ ple ensembles, and learning new 
musical genres. She also took advantage of the opportunity to 
teach in China, helping Chinese teachers of English improve their 
English comprehension, listening and speaking skills, and learn 
Western teaching methodologies. Joanne thinks she learned 
more than she taught while working with the delighƞ ul Chinese 
teachers!

Currently, Joanne is also the Music Director of the Haldimand 
Norfolk Concert Band. She fi lls her days and nights playing 
trombone and upright bass with six other ensembles, and is a sub 
for other groups, as Ɵ me permits.

In her spare Ɵ me Joanne enjoys photography, arranging music, 
travelling with her husband Paul (a BCB saxophonist/clarineƟ st), 
and volunteering with several community organizaƟ ons, including 
kniƫ  ng over 700 hats for those in need.
